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Jeremy Greene received his MD and his PhD in the history of science from Harvard in 2005 and completed his residency in Internal Medicine at the Brigham & Women’s Hospital in 2008. In his first book, Prescribing By Numbers: Drugs and the Definition of Disease (2007, Johns Hopkins University Press) traces the development of chronic disease categories as markets for risk-reducing pharmaceuticals.
