5. Invited Lectures and Papers, Exhibits, Performances, Productions

6. Current Research and other Creative Activities (This section should provide a scholarship statement as described below. Note that projects underway may also be included. From Procedures of the Promotion and Tenure Committee, Section 2.4.3.4:  “In addition, a scholarship statement should be included. The statement should begin with a brief description of the candidate’s scholarly work using language that is accessible to the non-specialist. This should be followed by a more detailed description of the scholarly work that may contain more technical language and that will be useful to colleagues in the candidate’s field who are evaluating the scholarship. The statement should be substantial enough to give the PTC and other readers a sense of the scope, significance, and future trajectory of the candidate’s work.”)
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8. Teaching Goals (Provide pertinent information on your teaching aims, methods, and interests.  Discuss any activities or materials designed to improve the instructional materials of interest.)
9. Graduate dissertation or Honors Projects completed or being written under your direction (Give name of student, topic, date of completion.)

10. Recent Departmental Service (Committees, special programs, etc.)
11. Recent University Service

12. Professional Service Outside the University (Offices held, Committees, participation in special programs, etc. Give dates of service.)
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
