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Abstract

Our research group is focused on the mechanical characterization of high strength adhesives
subjected to high loading rate events under various environmental conditions such as cold and
hot temperatures. Though high-strength and ductile structural adhesives are now available, their
experimental characterization under high-strain rate loading is not well developed. The
understanding of their mechanical behavior is further complicated under extreme temperatures.
The seminar will also highlight some of the challenges faced in trying to computationally model
these adhesives.
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
