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Memory scholars in the humanities
and social and cognitive sciences
are increasingly cognizant that the
dualism separating scholars who
study memory as cognitive process
and those who study memory as
- manifested in historical, cultural,
media and literary representations
belies the complexity of actual
memory practices. The purpose of this
symposium is to ask whether or not a
more holistic perspective on memory
can emerge from a conversation across
disciplines and domains of knowledge.
