Teaching and Research

August 2015 to present. I came to Stony Brook to revamp the journalism program, and to create a better connections between the School of Journalism and other academic units at Stony Brook.

I was hired at IC to revamp the Journalism program, adding a strong emphasis on multimedia production and a new multicultural approach. By progressively acquiring multimedia skills for different platforms (text, video, audio and still image) my students published weekly stories about our community on a website I built for them, Ithaca Week. Ithaca Week became a staple for local and regional news in the Finger Lakes. We published up to 120 multiplatform news stories a semester, and our analytics showed peaks of 1,000 unique viewers per story. In 2014 we started a collaboration with a local news start-up, Ithaca Voice, which featured 35 out of our best stories on their website only that year.
