About the
Program

The Korean Teacher Education program* in Asian and
Asian American Studies (AAAS) at Stony Brook University is
an undergraduate degree program designed to satisfy New
York State’s requirements for initial certification as a
teacher of Korean at the secondary level (grades 7-12).

Through this program, students will acquire a firm
comprehension of the Korean language and literacy, an
understanding of foundational linguistic principles, and
sensitivity to the fundamentals of various approaches to
foreign language teaching.

Students will also receive professional development in the
skills and knowledge necessary to adjust their teaching to
various proficiency levels and to accommodate the needs
of students with different learning styles and diverse
educational and ethnic backgrounds.

Upon successful completion of all AAAS and Professional
Educational Program (PEP) degree requirements and NY
State licensure tests, students will obtain Initial
Certification for Teaching Languages Other Than English
(LOTE), Korean, grades 7-12.

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Course Requirements

A. Completion of content core (Korean) courses: 39 credits from
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Students can earn up to 9 credits towards this program per semester through Stony Brook University’s study

abroad program combined with the TaLK (Teach and Learn in Korea) for SUNY program.

You must complete 30 credit hours of Korean language courses or courses taught in Korean to be eligible for

certification. Courses taught in English will not satisfy the language requirement for certification purposes.

B. Completion of professional educational requirements: 35 credits from
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Students are encouraged to take as many advanced language courses as possible and participate in a study

Prior to student teaching, students must participate in an official ACTFL OPI (Oral Proficiency Interview) and

receive a minimum spoken proficiency rating of Intermediate High as defined in the ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines

Students are required to take two 300-level language courses before beginning the sequence of Methods courses.

successfully completed prior to enrolling in student teaching.
