Argued for explicitly recognizing social impact, interdisciplinary work, and
emerging forms of scholarship like media contributions and community
engagement.

Emphasized the need to reward outreach to combat anti-intellectualism.
Covered the importance of service and how to better integrate it into faculty
careers, with suggestions for mentoring programs and formalizing recognition of
diverse contributions.

Agreed on the need to balance protecting junior faculty's research time while also
providing opportunities for growth through appropriate service.

PTC-S will engage with academic department chairs to discuss service
expectations and faculty workload.

Old Business:

Resolution 2025-04 in Support of Amending the A&S Senate Bylaws to Permit a
Single Alternate Member on Each Standing Committee was discussed.
Vote: Passed by 92% of the votes.

Resolution in 2025-05 in Support of A&S Senate Departmental and Senators-At-
Large Serving on Standing Committees were discussed and withdrawn. Senators
were asked to provide feedback on this resolution to the Executive Committee
and the Executive Committee will reconsider and potentially revise the resolution
for future consideration. The Executive Committee will develop proposed bylaw
amendments for alternate committee members in consultation with the
Membership Committee. The Executive Committee will draft a resolution
reinforcing the importance of service for the May meeting.
